Room and board will be provided by Holy Trinity Seminary, and modest travel stipends will be made
available to applicants who submit their paper proposal by May 8, 2014.

All proposals are subject to review by the Organizing Committee, and will be judged on the basis of clarity,
originality, and relevance to the theme of the conference.
